His fever was very high and his vomiting caused

sever dehydration, he appeared lifeless. A local church suggested

that they bring him to Hospital Shalom. Upon arriving the mother
immediately declared that they had no money to pay. | prayed with

her, she was so precious and so very concerned about her son. We

had our doctor evaluate Jeferson and start treatment right away. We
didnét know exactly how much treatment would cost t
here to serve and getting Jeferson better was our first priority of service at hand.
Shortly after stabilizing Jeferson, an elderly gentleman came in with a severe
nose bleed. The doctor packed his nose and got things under control, and he
was released...however, while dining close by they decided before he could eat
they needed to remove the packing and he began to hemorrhage. The bleeding
was sever so they checked blood counts and his count was very low...so the
doctor felt best to give him plasma, the infusion began. About half way through
the infusion the man began to have a reaction...his blood pressure went to
20/0. We all began to pray! | am happy to say that after the great work of our "
doctor and nurses, and prayers answered the gentleman is doing well. God is
so faithful! Both incidents that day were of families with little or no money, but
they believed in God with all their hearts and knew that He was directing them to Hospital Shalom. That is
our continued prayer...that we will be the Light of Jesus Christ to these precious people who He has sent us
to help and share His love along their journey. We are here to serve, in His name, and He will provide. We
thank God for His faithfulness and know that Hospital Shalom has a great and prosperous future in
Christ!! This is HIS hospital and HIS people, we are just here to serve however and whenever.
